Community Quilts: Marian Jones reports that Community Quilts are continuing to receive the finished cradle kits back. The wonderful carpenters have made 175 cradles this year, about 60 more then planned for. Now we are hoping that more kits will be made.  We are also moving into the fall season of Christmas stockings for Bethel House and Transition House.  They need them by early December so they can be filled.  We also continue to receive completed quilts and will probably be making a delivery soon to Hospice.  We will have a table at the quilt show and will have samples of some of the items that have been made by members of our Guild.
Programs: Mary Ringer wanted to recognize the very fine job Pat Masterson did when she presented the September program.  She and Bonnie Barber spent many hours perfecting the material and formatting the LCD presentation.  The program was very interesting and well received.  It was especially fine to see and hear about the work of one of our own talented members. 

The October meeting will have Patt Blair as our presenter.  She has worked in a variety of quilting styles, but has perfected  painting on fabric, a stunning technique using colored inks.  The results are amazing and her workshop will teach this technique.
