Guest Speaker: Patty Six introduced Larry and Melinda Gonzalez who discussed their company Retro Clean; Textile Care and Preservation. Larry did most of the talking although he quickly admitted that his wife Melinda was the real quilter with more than 20 years experience and a strong interest in vintage fabrics. That interest led to their development of products and techniques for washing, storing, displaying and preserving vintage as well as contemporary quilts. He touted the use storage bags made of TYVEK, a product that breathes and is water resistant. The two products the Gonzalez’s have developed are Retro Wash and Retro Clean. It was a helpful and eye-opening presentation
