COASTAL QUILTERS GUILD
BOARD MEETING

May 15, 2008
The May Board Meeting of the Coastal Quilters Guild was held at Maravilla in Goleta.  President Karin Cooper called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.  The following members were present:  Susan Carty, Karin Cooper, Kathryn Draine, Peter Glatz, Naomi Hicks, Darilyn Kisch, Suzy Pelovsky, Linda De Sepulveda, and Barb Postma.
Minutes: Darilyn Kisch motioned and Barb Postma seconded the acceptance of the February minutes.  All approved.
Treasurer’s Report:  Naomi Hicks submitted the Treasurer’s Report.  It was noted that the Guild is within budget for speaker fees.  Preparations are underway for fiscal year-end taxes.  Treasurer is searching for a CPA to complete the taxes in a timely manner.
Future Programs:  Peter Glatz – preparing to print the program schedule for the next year but the December meeting still needs to be confirmed.  Agreed that there would be no speaker, program will be a ‘game night’.  The new board will address the actual program for December.  Peter will print 250 copies.  The Guild has an account with Bill’s Copy Shop.  Speaker for May 2009 has requested a sewing machine – Bernina 1230 or 1530 – to be addressed at a later date.
Sign-ups for the last two workshops were lower than normal.  It was noted that this was partially due to a lack of information available for the members. Suzy Pelovsky moved to add an addendum to the speaker contract for a reduction of $100 off their fees if their sample is not received 90 days prior to their speaking date.  Susan Carty seconded the motion and all approved.

Board Nominations:  Darilyn Kisch indicated that there is no chairperson for Community Quilts.  Darilyn will submit the job description to the newsletter.
Current Programs:  Susan Carty noted that the June meeting is Challenge month and in the past, two guild workshops were given as prizes.  Suzy Pelovsky motioned to provide two workshops as prizes for the Challenge, Naomi Hicks seconded, all approved.

The July program is the New Members Picnic and will be hosted by the Sew Whats.  Community Quilts will also give the donation to Transition House in July.
IQF Long Beach:  Karin Cooper indicated that Marilyn Martin had agreed to give her credit card to the bus company for the trip to Long Beach on July 26th.  Cost is $35 and includes entry to the show.  Payment will be due at the June meeting.
Community Quilts:  Barb Postma indicated that 52 quilts have been turned in for Transition House.  The fabric has been sorted and packaged, waiting to be given to the next chair.  Barb recommended trying to get space at the church to store the fabric – the hardest part of the job is carrying the boxes in and out at each meeting.  Darilyn Kisch will follow up with the church.
Harvest of Colors:  Linda Boynton De Sepulveda reported:

· The poster was passed around for review and postcards will be available soon.
· The dinner will be provided by Country Catering.  Tickets can be purchased in advance online.  Tickets for the dinner will not be available at the door.
· Class size is limited to 20 people – tickets can be purchased online only.
· Two antique cars will be outside the show entrance draped with quilts – providing it does not rain.
· The next meeting is May 17th.
· Linda noted that there is a lot of competition with other local guilds having shows on ‘even’ years.  She suggested the board might consider changing the show to ‘odd’ years to have less competition.  It was agreed that this would be an item to be discussed by the incoming board of directors
June Meeting:  Karin Cooper reminded all board and committee chairs to update their notebooks for the turnover at the June meeting.  Outgoing board members should bring goodies to share with incoming board.  Kathy Draine is to send minutes to all outgoing and incoming board members. 
Karin Cooper moved and Barb Postma seconded adjourning the meeting.
