Tile Quilt Revival:  Visualize the Future as You Connect with the Past”.
With an interest in quilt history, she thought to reinterpret old quilts in contemporary fabrics and styles. She recommended "quilt of the month" email from the International Quilt Study Museum in Lincoln, Nebraska and also recommended American Quilt Study Group. Although tile quilts are very obscure, they are defined as applique pieces of various shapes with space around the pieces (like tile grout). The may be based on broderie persse ( which means “persian embroidery” I looked it up) and may also be a precursor to crazy quilting. Bobbie presented a slide show of antique quilts and a trunk show of modern interpretations.
