Block of the Month for November
KEEP IT SCRAPPY: TRIANGLES & SQUARES
The cool days of fall bring to mind the crunchy sound of fall leaves beneath our feet and the fragrance of baked apples and pumpkin pie from Grandma’s kitchen. No better time to make a fall quilt! November’s Block of the Month consisting of a simple square-in-a-square surrounded by small squares and half square triangles is made with FALL COLOR SCRAPS on a CREAM background. You might even be able to use some of those half square triangles left over from a previous Block of the Month. 







Background: You will need a variety of creams
Background: You will need 8 different scraps of dark fall fabric.








Scraps: You will need 5 different scraps of 

medium fall fabric.

CUTTING:
From background fabric: Cut 10 squares 3 7/8”

From dark scraps: Cut 4 squares 3 ½” (for corners) and 4 squares 3 7/8” (for half-square triangles)
From medium scraps: Cut 1 square 4 ¾” (for center of block) and

                                    Cut  4 squares 3 7/8” (for half-square triangles)
ASSEMBLY:

Draw a diagonal line on the wrong side of the 3 7/8” background squares and cut along the diagonal line on 2 of them. (This should give you 4 triangles) Sew one of these background triangles to each side of the 4 ¾” medium square. This should result in a 6 ½” square-in-a-square. Square this up before proceeding.

Match 4 background squares with 4 of the dark 3 7/8” scrap squares right sides together. Stitch ¼” from both sides of the diagonal line. Cut apart on the diagonal line. Press and trim to 3 ½ “. In the same way, match 4 background squares with 4 of the medium 3 7/8” scrap squares right sides together. Stitch ¼” from both sides of the diagonal line. Cut on the diagonal line. Press and trim to 3 ½”.
Lay out the squares as shown in the diagram and piece together to form the block. The block should be 
12 ½” square. 

As in previous blocks of the month, you will have some leftover half-square triangles. Remember to save them for future blocks or make 2 blocks. Greater chance to win as winner takes all!
