GENERAL MEETING

November 8, 2007

Susan Carty announced that the November 3rd fabric sale held by the satellite group Loose Threads was a huge success.  Sale stemmed from donated stash, clothing items, and jewelry.  The Loose Threads donated $1534 to the guild from the sale.  Left over items were donated to various local groups.

Norah McMeeking is trying to do a show of Cosmati quilts at the Faulkner Gallery.  They want a proposal from Norah for a month long show in 2008.  Norah passed around information for people who made quilts in her classes.

Challenge Quilt:  Kathy Rose announced that the challenge quilts that were on display at Grant House have been returned and members should pick up their quilt at the break.
Membership:  Marilyn Martin announced that there were three guests attending the meeting and there is one new member.

Show and Tell:  Quilts shown were: Sue Dixon – Puss in the Corner, Rita Hardin – RFB & D wall hanging, Michelle Garbarino – Tied at the Finish, Jean MacMillan – Friendship Star, Dorothy Gibbons – community quilt, Pamela Holst – Snail’s Trail, Kim Wulfert – antique c. 1865 quilt and a published article, Marilyn Weil – Friendship, wild flowers.
Programs:  Susan Carty reminded everyone that Linda Griffith will be the speaker for January.  She will speak on ‘How to Organize Your Sewing Room’.  In January the speaker will be Carol Doak.
