Block of the Month for December
KEEP IT SCRAPPY: STARRY HOLIDAY SKY
December skies on a clear night in Santa Barbara are often the most beautiful of the year, setting the perfect scene for our holiday celebrations. Since this is such a busy time of year, we have planned a simple block of squares, triangles and quarter-square triangles. To make it even easier you will only need two scrap fabrics and one background fabric! Have fun creating blocks for this starry, starry night quilt. Hope you win!



Background: One dark blue fabric




Scraps: You will need one scrap in light yellow or gold


Scraps: You will need one scrap  in darker yellow or gold
CUTTING:
From background fabric: Cut 5 squares 4 ½” and 1 square 5 ¼”
From light scraps: Cut 2 squares 4 7/8”
From darker scraps: Cut 1 square 5 ¼”
ASSEMBLY:

Draw a diagonal line on the wrong side of the 4 7/8” light scrap squares. Cut apart on the diagonal lines to form 4 triangles. 
Draw 2 diagonal lines on the back of the 5 ¼” squares (looks like an X) Cut apart on the lines. You should now have 4 small blue and 4 small scrap triangles. Stitch one scrap triangle to each background blue triangle on a short side. Press. Sew each pair of small triangles to the long side of a light scrap triangle, forming 4 ½” squares.  Press and trim to 4 ½”. 
Lay out the squares as shown in the diagram and piece together. Press. Your block should now be 12 ½” square.
