Block of the Month for June
NOT SO SCRAPPY:  PANTRY JARS
After carefully tending our gardens all spring, our efforts are finally bearing fruit…and vegetables, too! Now we can fill our pantry shelves with oversize jars of food to enjoy throughout the year. Have fun with this not really very scrappy June block.
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Background: Plain black fabric.


Jar Lid: You will need one gray fabric. 







Jar Contents: You will need one 8 ½” x 8 ½” square  of Food fabric 




square of food fabric.


CUTTING:
From background fabric: Cut 1 piece 2 ½” x 12 ½”; 1 piece 1 ¼” x 12 ½”; 2 pieces 2 ½” x 8 ½”; two pieces 1 ¾” x 4”; and cut four 1 ½” x 1 ½” squares.
From gray fabric: Cut one piece 1 ¾” x 5 ½”
From a food fabric: Cut one 8 ½” x 8 ½” square.

ASSEMBLY:

To make the pantry jar: draw a diagonal line on the wrong side of the 1 ½” x 1 ½” background squares. Align a square in each corner of the food fabric block. Stitch along the diagonal line. Trim ¼” from the stitching (toward the outer corner of the food square). Flip the corner patches right side up. Press. (This is just like a “snowball” block.) Stitch a 2 ½” x 8 ½” background piece to each side of the pantry jar. 

For lid: stitch a 1 ¾” x 4” piece of background fabric to each end of the 1 ¾” x 5 ½” piece. Sew this strip to the top of the bug jar.

Then sew the 2 ½” x 12 ½” strip to the top of the block. Sew the 1 ¼” x 12 ½” piece to the bottom of the block. Press. 
You should now have a 12 ½” block.
