More or less, I like to take old quilts and make them new in certain
ways. I'm not really trained as a designer, I'm not an artist and I
don’t have a large art background. But what I always try to do is
make something my own, in terms of color sense or how I ap-
proach it or change the set something. So there are two quilts in
the show, one of them is called “Just Plane Fun” and it’s an optical
illusion quilt and what I did with that one was see if I could make
a circle that was red and white solid fabric and make an optical
iliusion circle or what used to be called the kaleidoscope. I was
able to do that using the :

My
quilt is based on an old
quilt from 1910 which
was also in the “Hundred
Best of the 20th Century”
when I came last year to
Houston.

(Try their web
site at http://www.zandsfabrics.com) Intercourse, is, of course, the center of the Amish country in
Lancaster County, PA. Having just returned from a trip that included three days in that area, [ will be
writing a trip report for the next newsletter. ButIhad to share the motto with you right away!
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Did anybody see me on TV on Memorial Day week-
end? I'm sure I must have been on television because
the camera was practically in front of me. Yep, there I
was in my royal blue rain poncho, huddled in the
unprotected bleacher seats at the Indy 500. Did I look
like I was having fun? It was a long day.

My husband likes to arrive at the
racetrack in plenty of time. We got to the
Speedway at 8 in the morning, though the
race was not scheduled to begin until 11. Due
to rain showers, the race didn’t actually start
until 1:30 in the afternoon. I ate my boxed
lunch at 10:30 just to have something to do,
having already read the Sunday paper and
most of my Quilting Arts magazine. When it
began to rain, I hurried to the souvenir stand
to buy what turned out to be the last available India-
napolis Motor Speedway beach towel.

For each repeated
apphque block, the background fabric should be cut 24 inches square. There are five of these blocks
in the quilt as made by Andi. You are free to make as many as you like! The lar ge DOLJQUEL block

should be cut 38 or 39 inches square. You may vary the background fabrics for a more scrappy look.

Other Fabrics: Choose colors which please you and which contrast with your background fabric. You
- will need a yard or so of stem fabric, but you may use several closely related colors of green if you

wish. The heart-shaped flowers and the circular flowers may be whatever pleases you. Scraps will
work, but the pieces must be good size.

Needles: Sharps or betweens

1 24-inch square of pink-dot pellon for overlay
Bias Bars (three-eighths and one-quarter inch)
Small pieces of white cotton batiste (a few 6" squares should suffice)

White cotton yarn: 4-ply worsted weight Sugar ‘N Cream made by Lily

Threads: To match flower and stem fabrics. Cotton thread #50 or #60 Mettler.

Your quilt(s) must be completed by the application deadline. Every member of Coastal Quilters Guild is
assured of the display of at least one quilt. Exhibit space permitting, additional quilts will be selected
according to available space. Please indicate the priority of the submitted entry; every effort will be made
to honor your priority.

For purposes of this show, a quilt is defined as a fabric construction consisting of a front, filler laver, and
back held together with stitching and made by the member-exhibitor. Cheater panels and tied quilts will
not be accepted. Quilts may not have been hung at a previous CQG exhibit.

Security Arrangements: Every effort will be made to protect all quilts. Accounting and surveillance will
be strictly planned and maintained. Eating and smoking are prohibited in the exhibit hall. Responsible
white-gloved hostesses will try to keep all quilts in view at all times and will discourage touching by
viewers. However, CQG show insurance does not cover the quilts. Each owner is responsible for
insuring her own quilt(s) for loss and damage.

Sleeve: A 4" sleeve must be attached to the back top. This provides a safe and secure means of
hanging the quilt. Quilts without sleeves will not be exhibited.

Label: An identifying label should be sewn securely to the quilt on the back of the lower right side stating
the quilter's name, address, telephorie riumber, and name of quilt.

Photograph: A photograph of the quilt must accompany this application. Please label the photo and
staple it to the back of this form. Photos will not be returned.

Judging: If you wish your entry to be judged, you must cover the label with a piece of cloth or paper
pinned to the quilt. A $5 fee for judged quilts must accompany this form.

Packaging: Each quilt must be delivered in its own pillowcase with the makers name marked in
indelible ink in large letters on the hem. This will help keep the quilt clean and facilitate transport.

Traditional: a pattern or design with an established history in the quilting tradition.

Innovative: a design with fundamental deviation from traditional patterns and sets, reflecting growth
through tradition.

Finished Block Size: 107
Unfinished Block Size: 10-1/27

Fabric Selection:
e Background: Blue solid or print
e  Windmill: White or white on white

Cutting:

From white fabric cut: two 5” squares and
one 2-1/2” x 117 strip.

From blue fabric cut: two 5” squares, one
2-1/2” square and one 2-1/2” x 11” strip.

Assembly:

This block requires four 4-1/2” half-
square triangles which are made by using
one white and one blue 57 square, right
sides together, line drawn from comer to
corner and sewn %” on either side of the
drawn line and cut apart on the solid
drawn line. Square balf-square triangles
to measure 4-1/2” square.

With nght sides together, sew the white
and blue strips together along the 117
side. Press seam to blue and square one
end of umt. Cut four pieces 2-/12” wide
from the blue & white strip.

Please refer to the block diagram for the

correct orientation of the half-squar

triangles and the strip pieced square units.

e The first row of the block 1is
assembled by using a half-square
triangle, one blue and white square
unit and a half-square triangle.

e Row two is assembled using a strip
pieced square umit, the 2-1/27 blue
square, and a strip pieced square unit.

e Row three is assembled using a half-
square triangle, one blue and white
square unit and a half-square triangle.
