Bargello Table Runner

Description:

Bargello is a traditional needlework pattern which uses long vertical stitches to create an intricate mathematical pattern.  In class we will be constructing a 19.5” by 49” table runner using 10 different fabrics.  This class requires that you select your fabrics, cut strips, and sew strip sets prior to class. **

Fabric:

You will need 10 different fabrics which are then pieced into strip sets.  Look at images on the internet to get some ideas about colors that you find attractive.  Bargello quilts can be made with a single color and multiple values, or several colors, each with a variety of values. (dark to light) You will get a more interesting quilt if you use fabrics with some variety of textures and values.

Please contact me to get assistance with fabric selection, possibly emailing a photo of your proposed fabric.

Fabric Preparation:

Prepare fabric as follows.  Press the fabric with an iron and re-fold with the selvedge edges together, so that the folded edge is also even (no bunches). Using a rotary cutter, and ruler, cut 3 - 1 ¾” by WOF (aprox. 42”) strips from each fabric.

With the strips in order, take a photo with your phone, and pin a numbered label to each strip in the set…1 to 10.
Construct three strip sets with fabrics 1 – 10 in each. Sew together pairs, (1 & 2 for example). Press the seam allowances towards even numbered strip. 
Next, join the pairs together, and again press towards the even numbered fabrics.  When finished, the seam allowances will be pressed in alternating directions.
***Caution: cutting strips and constructing strip sets takes substantial time and needs to be done prior to class!  If you are new to strip piecing you can find an additional document on the guild website with detailed instructions.

Other Supplies:
Pen or pencil for taking notes

Rotary cutter, cutting mat and ruler, at least 6” x 24”
Sewing machine, manual and basic machine sewing supplies, including:


Thread for piecing (I recommend light gray)


Bobbin, already wound with thread


Scissors or thread cutter, straight pins, seam ripper

Extra machine needles


¼ inch foot       
Irons and ironing boards are provided at the workshop venue, but you may wish to bring a small travel iron and ironing surface.
