“Kids Can Quilt” 

Registration and Quilt Show Entry Guidelines 

  

o Participation is open to 18 years and under as of 9/25/2022. 

o Pre-Registration is required. The exhibit is limited to the first 100 quilters.  

o A Guild representative will contact you if you are in the first 100 entrants. 

o Sew a quilted project, using any techniques, pattern, design and fabrics you choose.   

o Size is limited to 60” x 72” or smaller. 

o Quilt entries must consist of three layers: top, batting, backing    

o Construction and quilting may be done by hand or by machine 

o Quilt projects must be pieced by the participant but may be quilted by non-youth. 

o Any assistance received with quilt entry should be detailed and noted on the 

entry form.   

o Decorative items such as pillows, pillow covers, table runners and placemats are 

acceptable entries, but must be quilted and consist of 3 layers.   

o Quilters may use any type of embellishment, batting and backing.  

o Quilts larger than 24” square must have a 4” deep rod pocket at top-back edge of quilt. 

This will be used to hang the quilt at the show.      

o The Quilt must have a label includes the title and your name located on the back of the 

quilt, lower right corner. 

o One quilt entry per participant, including group entries. 

o Each quilt entry must have a guild sponsor who can answer adult’s questions about the 

entry process. If participant does not know a guild member, a sponsor will be assigned 

upon registration.  

o Exhibit entrants must deliver their completed quilts and a signed and completed Kids 

Can Quilt Entry Form on or before August 15, 2022. Participants will be notified of 

locations for quilt drop-off.  

o Each participant will be entered in the Kids Can Quilt drawing for prizes during the 

Harvest of Colors Quilt Show. Winners need not be present to win. 

o Participants are responsible for arranging to pick up their quilts at the end of the quilt 

show.  

o Kids Can Quilt exhibit entries and/or the persons who made them may be photographed 

and/or videotaped for promotional purposes.
